However, we must never forget that the Jesus we receive in the Eucharist is the same Jesus who gave his life for us. The words

of the consecration remind us of this.
This is my body given for you. This is my blood shed for you. Hence, communion should evoke a spirit of sacrifice in us. To

receive this food is to be reminded that, like Christ, we too must be willing to give ourselves in the service of others.
